Procedural Programming 1

Download the resource “Procedural Programming 1” and unzip it. This contains a C# Console application which contains the start of the implementation of a calculator.

You should complete the following tasks:

1. Open the project and read through the comments carefully. Some of the code has already been written and it works – to a point.
2. Implement the ‘CalculateCylinderVolume’ procedure. This contains some comments but no code – look at how the area of the circle is calculated in order to make this work.
3. Create and add two further mathematical operations – ideally, ones that will use the Math library. After you type Math and a period a list of possible operations will be displayed. Examples include calculating the cosine, sine, tangent etc.
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When adding your own new functions, you will need to:
1. Alter the menu to show the new options
2. Alter the get menu choice function to allow the new options 
3. Create the procedure definitions
4. Extend the if/else if block to actually call your new procedures
